What | have found
interesting is how these carols came to be written. | am using a set of books by Ken W. Osbeck called 101 HYMN STORIES and 101 MORE HYMN
STORIES. My prayer is that you will find this as fascinating as | do and more appreciate these carols as we sing them throughout the C hristmas
season.

HANDEL'S MESSIAH:  Handel's crowning achievement, Messiah, was not an immediate success. In 1741, he was heavily in debt following a string of
musical failures. It seemed that his career was over and he may even be forced to go to debtor's prison. On April 8, 1741,

gave what he believed to be his final concert.

Later that year, two key events changed the course of Handel's life and the landscape of music forever

libretto taken from the Bible, based on the life of Jesus Christ, and gave it to Handel. Then, Handel was given funding by a
Dublin, Ireland, to compose a new work for a benefit performance that would help free men from debtor's prison. Handel would also receive his own

commission for composing the work, which in turn helped him on his path to reversing his own misfortune.

The composition of Messiah, the complete 260 page oratorio, began on August 22, 1741 and was composed in just 24 days, when H  andel
finished the final orchestration on September 14, 1741.

He did this without much sleep or even taking much time to eat.

When he performed it for the first time in Dublin on April 13, 1742, it was a huge success. However it was not met with the same enthusiasm
in London, the next year. Six of his scheduled performances were canceled, and in 1744, the Messiah was completely removed f rom the schedule.

London's Foundling Hospital held a fundraising concert, where Handel performed a mix of new music as well as older pieces inc luding the

OHal l el ujah Chorusé.

of the Messiah became an Easter tradition well into the 1770's at this hospital. Handel used his earnings from the early per

When King George Il stood up at the Hallelujah Chorus at the March 23, 1743 concert, everyone else in the audience stood up o ut of respect
for the king, thus starting the tradition of standing for the Hallelujah Chorus every
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time it is sung. While no one knows for sure why King George Il stood, it has been suggested that he did so since he knew th e Scriptures and

recognized that this portion of the Messiah must show respect to the Supreme Authority who is King of Kings and Lord of Lords . He also recognized
this portion of the Messiah came from Revelation 19. The previous song in the Messiah came from Psalm 2 which encouraged us to give honor to God's
Messiah.

O COME, O COME, EMMANUEL: _Was written some time around the 12 t century A.D. and used in the Advent Vesper Services. During Advent which
begins 4 Sundays before Christmas, it was a time used to emphasize the anticipation of the first coming of Christ. His comin g was first prophesied in
the 6t century B.C. when the Jews were in Babylon. This song was sung as a chant which was the style in the middle ages.

Verse 1 stresses Emmanuel or deliverer, Verse 2 highlights the Lord of Might who gave the Law at Mt. Sinai (Ex.19:16), Verse 3 speaks of the
ORod of Jessed, which is a reference to Isaiah 11:1, Verségerdaldygl meatmise oMe «
Verse 5 talks about the o0Key of David, éwhich is from Isaiah 9:6 and 22:22.

John M. Neale (1818 -1866), an Anglican pastor translated this hymn from the Latin.

HARK THE HERALD ANGELS SING: While according to the internet (and we all know how accurate that can be), The Twelve Days of Christmas is
the most popular carol of all time. According to hymnologist John Julian this is one of the four most popular hymns in the E nglish language. Itis
thought to have been written approximately one year after Charles Wesley's conversion experience at Aldersgate in 1738. It was edited by George
Whitefield in 1753.

But like some many of Wesley's hymns this text is really a condensed course in biblical doctrine in poetic form. Following t he re-telling of the
angelic visit to the shepherds in the initial stanza, the succeeding verses teach such spiritual truths as the virgin birth, Christ's deity, the immortality
of the soul, the second or new birth and a concern for Christ - like living.

Eric Routley, a noted English hymnist once observed that the Wesley hymns were composed in order that men and women might sin g their

way, not only into experience, but also into knowledge; that the cultured might have their culture baptized and the ignorant might be led into truth by
the gentle hand of melody and rhyme.
